Boy, stillbirth
is a real risk

Australian researchers have
found that baby boys are al-
most 50 per cent more likely to
be stillborn than girls.

A national analysis of more
than 16,000 births revealed a
significantly greater risk for
male or Aboriginal fetuses and
babies whose mothers had
type 1 diabetes.

It added to data showing
boys were also more vulnerable
to complications and death if
born prematurely.

Researchers couldn't explain
why boys were at risk. Stillbirths
are one of the greatest mysteries
in medicine. About 40 per cent
of cases couldn’t be explained.

Big spenders go Bongo

Aussie shoppers can now take
full advantage of cheaper US
prices and still save on freight.

Cosmetics, fashion, even
electronic bargains can now be
stored in the US for delivery -
and there’s no size restriction.

Bongo International is a new

service that provides buyers
with a US address and stores
their purchases until they are
ready to be shipped.

It also helps shoppers buy
from other sites that don’t take
Australian credit cards.

“They'll order it for you,
charge it to your account and
email a receipt,” said Bongo’s
Sara Harper.

Like other US mail services,
Bongo charges freight, but
buyers save money by shipping
several purchases at once.

There is a flat $5 fee to store
purchases.

“The big point of difference is
they will store your items until
you are ready,” Harper said.

“You can order, order, order
for say, three months. We will

take pictures of your items
when they arrive and ship
when you're ready,” she said.

Cosmetics and fashion are
two areas where the biggest
savings are made, particularly
with US brands such as Mac
and Benefit.

But Harper warned buyers
to do their homework, espe-
cially with electronics.

“If you buy from the US, it will
come with a US warranty. Know
what you're getting,” she said.

She said now was a great
time for Aussies to shop in the
US because our dollar was
comparatively strong.

“There’s such a huge de-
mand in the US, so many more
people than in Australia. It
drives the price down.”

Australia went wireless in
2008, with subscriptions up
nearly 90 per cent in six
months, Australian Bureau of
Statistics figures show.

The Internet Activity Survey
revealed there were more than
809,000 wireless subscribers
at the end of June, compared to
433,000 at the end of 2007.

The survey also found that all
but a fifth of Aussie surfers had
ditched dial-up.

Australia had 7.23 million
internet subscribers at the end
of June - 6.21 million homes
and 1.02 million business and
government subscribers.
